KABORKA
This is a theatrical performance that portrays the life journey of a couple, 
two traveling actors who try to combine between the glamorous stage 

and the daily life at home.
The contrast between these two worlds – the stage and home – is presented through a sequence of dramatic and comic scenes, seasoned with elements from the world of circus

These transitions take place in the same theatrical space by utilizing unique technical means and devices produced specifically for this attempt to combine their acting career with “real life”.
The show moves between the stage – where the audience’s applause and the spotlights are what keep them going – and the show.

As might be expected, not everything goes smoothly in these constant transitions between the two worlds while attempting to bring them together. The pressure of show business faced with the demands and needs of daily family life, the doubts and uncertainties, the fears, and the conflicts between the two life partners – all these lead the protagonists, each on their own, to embark on a solitary journey of soul searching.

After a period of wandering and introspection, the two meet again and decide to return to the stage; only this time they are more mature, more sober, and more harmonious with each other than ever before.
KABORKA is a theatre show that brings into play a variety of theatrical genres, such as pantomime, melodrama, comedy, physical theatre, and circus skills.
